Proclaim liberty throughout all the land to all its inhabitants… (Lev. 25:10)   Where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty.   (II Cor. 3:17) 

A historical highlight  
The 4th of July offers us an opportunity to thank God for the connection between the Gospel and freedom and for each individual’s ongoing opportunity to advance liberty.  Founding Father Noah Webster said: 

The religion that has introduced civil liberty is the religion of Christ and His apostles…  No truth is more evident to my mind than that the Christian religion must be the basis of any government intended to secure the rights and privileges of a free people. 

So, how is freedom created and preserved?     1 – 2 – 3
America enjoys a Biblical foundation from which all of our freedom flows, including our liberty to share the Gospel.  The Bible calls each of us to help advance liberty as we:  1. share the Gospel (John 8:32, 36),              2. disciple people in Christ (Mt. 28:19), 3. pray for our leaders (I Tim. 2), and select God-honoring leaders to rule our land (Ex. 18:21).  
Preserving the holy cause of liberty for Gospel purposes 
The Mayflower Institute reports that, over the past 200 years, America has been able to send 80-85% of the Christian missionaries to the world because of the religious, economic, and civil liberty God has given us.  Liberty can only be preserved if America’s Biblical foundation is preserved.  America’s Biblical foundation, and our liberty to evangelize and disciple, can only be preserved if we reliably pray for and select God-honoring leaders.  
Prayer point 
Pray that people of faith act upon the three-step Biblical “recipe” for liberty:  1. evangelism (Jn 8:32, 36), 2. discipleship (Mt 28:19), and 3. praying for our leaders (I Tim 2) and selecting God-honoring leaders (Ex 18:21).
