Call to a candidate to whom we’ve sent a survey:

The questions are pretty clear and simple, and there’s a self-addressed stamped envelope inside.  We’d greatly appreciate it if you could return it to us, completed and signed, Day, Date.  

(If you’re talking to an answer machine, you can leave a contact number for them to call if they have questions – you can leave your phone number, or mine (shown below) if you prefer…)
