I am so thankful for the evangelism and discipleship that freely flows from our church and I want to assure that it is never hindered by bad laws.  I sense that we are in a spiritual and cultural war where America’s Biblical foundation, innocent life, marriage, and religious liberty are under attack, and that the front line of this war is to be fought on our knees in consistent, united prayer.  
I feel called to lead prayer mobilization on the local level.   Recently, I learned about a non-profit organization (Public Awareness Ministries, 501c3, serving churches since 2001) that freely equips Christians to pray for their leaders and nation, and to understand the Biblical basics of good government.  For those who are interested, Public Awareness Ministries can provide free information to help churches to advance Biblical values and God-honoring leaders in their communities.  The focus of this ministry is prayer and God’s Word.  Following this letter is a recommendation letter from Pastor Jack Hayford.   
We do this vital work because we love Jesus and we love people:  

Step 1:  PRAY together monthly for our leaders and nation (I Tim. 2, II Chron. 7:14) 
The Lord emphasized the instruction given in I Timothy 2 saying, “First of all pray for those in authority.”  The fervent prayer of the righteous avails much (Js. 5:16), and there is a special power in united prayer (Mt. 18:19, 20).  Public Awareness Ministries freely provides a webpage and monthly Prayer Guide for groups that pray together one hour a month for our leaders.  Please visit the “Events” link at PreserveLiberty.com.  

Step 2:  EQUIP WITH and APPLY Biblical principles of good government foundational to America 

To effectively promote Biblical values and God-honoring leaders, it is vital to have Biblical understanding.  Biblical principles form the foundation of American government which secures every freedom we hold dear.  How can our Constitutional Republic and the liberty it gives be sustained unless we understand and apply the basic principles that form its foundation (Ps. 11:3)?  Just a few minutes of study every month can quickly bring a group up to speed about the Biblical principles of good government that are foundational to America and our liberty – the result of this understanding is that we love Him even more.  Public Awareness Ministries provides a free monthly Biblical Principles of Good Government sheet via Email and Internet.  

Step 3:  WORK TOGETHER city-by-city to advance Biblical values in our culture, laws, and leadership 
God’s Word calls us “occupy” on His behalf until He returns (Lk. 19:13).  We are reminded to identify and select God-honoring leaders from the local level up (Ex. 18:21).  Like the Nehemiah approach to re-building the wall around Jerusalem, prayer and work go together, based on a foundation of Biblical understanding.  

And it’s not a “one size fits all” approach.  One church may choose to do non-partisan voter registration to equip people to vote.  Another group may circulate a petition to protect innocent unborn life (Pr. 6:17).  Yet another may distribute local voter guides.  Pastors may review activities and minimize their time involvement through selection of a trusted lay leader.  Public Awareness Ministries provides free resources and training.  

Public Awareness Ministries 501c3 is unique in that it combines these Biblical ideas in one ministry: 
1. Prayer-based, equipping with God’s word, building trust in the body of Christ (rather than “activism”) 

2. Local-based starting at the city level – Ex. 23:29-30 (rather than focusing on the state and federal levels) 

3. Ministry-focused with a long-term prayer perspective (rather than a “project” or “event”) 

4. Loving in the application of Biblical truth (rather than harsh, divisive, or partisan) 
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According to Edmund Burke, “All that is necessary for the triumph of evil is that good men do nothing.”  The church’s ongoing ability to minister the Gospel, and our nation’s destiny, will be impacted by this vital prayer-based ministry (which many churches large and small are implementing now).  
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Would you please allow me to lead a “I Timothy 2” prayer group in our city, with monthly prayer meetings at our church?  Thank you for your consideration and for all you do to touch lives for Jesus.

4. For the peace of Jerusalem, protection and blessing upon Israel, and wisdom for her leaders 
5. For and end to religious persecution and genocide against people of Judeo-Christian faith (e.g., in Sudan) 

6. For Western leaders to speak the truth with clarity and act in unity to address the threat of radical Islam
 

7. For moderate voices to prevail in Islamic nations; for division and confusion in radical Islamic groups 

8. That we’d realize that God’s gift of liberty & wealth in America are to be used take the Gospel to the world

God’s Three Institutions—Key Idea #1 (in a series)
Biblical Principles of Good Government 

God Created Three Institutions 

God created three institutions, each with a distinct purpose.  Each of the institutions functions best when Biblical principles serve as the foundation.   

 

1. Family 
The family is a collective body of persons including parents, children, and sometimes extended family members including grandparents, etc.  

The family is responsible to cultivate Christian character, conscience, and self-control, and to equip children to serve Christ and society.  

(Gen. 2:18, 24; Matt. 19:5-6; I Cor. 7:2; Heb. 13:4)

2. Church 
The church is a house consecrated to the worship of God, the collective body of Christians (of those who believe in Christ and acknowledge him to be the Savior of mankind), and a place to gain instruction and encouragement  

(Matt. 16:18; Eph. 1:22-23, 5:25-27)

3. Civil Government  
Civil government is a system of political and social representation providing direction, regulation, control, and restraint:  a state system of rules and principles.  (Gen. 9:6; Ps. 2:10; Rom. 13:1-4; I Tim. 2:1-4) 

The functions of civil government include:
a. Advancing those who do good (Rom. 13: 3;  I Pet. 2:13,14) 

b. Punishing those who do evil  (Rom. 13:2,4;  I Pet. 2:13,14) 

c. Securing the liberty and safety of the people (Preamble to the Constitution) 

As we pray, “Lord, may your will be done on earth as it is in heaven,” we’re inviting God’s help in advancing His principles in every arena.  The idea of promoting Biblical values in family and church is familiar to most people, but how can we advance Biblical principles in civil government?  

Here are simple Biblical ideas regarding civil government:  

1. First of all, pray for those in authority (I Tim. 2:1-4) and for our nation (II Chron. 7:14) 
2. Promote His principles (Lk. 19:13) including selecting leaders who have a Biblical worldview (Ex. 18:21) 
When we protect the Biblical foundation of our nation, all people are blessed, and liberty is preserved, including the ongoing open door for evangelism. (Ps. 33:12, Pr. 29:2, Jn. 8:32)  
Public Awareness Ministries works with you to establish a local group that prays together monthly for our leaders and nation, and applies Biblical principles of good government to advance God-honoring laws and leadership.  We provide a free webpage for your prayer group and monthly prayer guides.  Public Awareness Ministries can also provide training materials showing how to produce non-partisan local voter guides.
